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Festival Musical Events

Events and activities will be held through the week and a one-day open-air event will be held on Saturday the 19th June 10 at Grove Park in the centre of Lymington.

Live music will be a high profile part of the Festival, particularly focussing on local musicians, ensembles and bands.  Any musical genre or style can be included in the Festival programme.

Weekday Events

It is hoped that many establishments in and around Lymington will host musical performers during the Festival week, together offering a wide range of musical styles. We now have a good number of establishments that are enthusiastic to participate – but currently with nothing specifically arranged.  A portfolio of local musicians and bands is being compiled, the establishments will then be encouraged to host performers or an event. Festival Open-Air Event Sat 19th June 10

The Festival main event will be held at Grove Park (close to the High Street, behind New Look). 

A Main Stage will be erected (with protection from the elements) and will host a full showcase programme of bands and musicians through the day.  The stage will be set up with a full-range PA, drum-kit, amplification, off-board mixing and sound engineer.  The principle will be plug-in-and-play with quick change-overs between acts. Depending on how many bands book in to play will affect the time-slots, it is anticipated that each act will play around  45 minutes.

The Acoustic Stage will be set up at Lane’s Restaurant (Ashley Lane) during the afternoon of the 19th June, from 3pm until 5.30pm.  It will be run as an “open-mic” event – anyone can turn up and sing a few songs.  Stage space is limited, maximum recommended group size is a trio – however depending on the types of instrument being played, more may be able to squeeze on.

High Street Performances

Two performance sites will be available all day for musicians to perform; The Angel Courtyard and the courtyard outside Moore Blatch – Solicitors. Both spaces are big enough for fairly large bands or choirs.  Any style of music - or indeed any form of performing art - can be performed.  No electrical power is available at Moore Blatch, a small sound reinforcement system will be set up in the Angel Courtyard.  Performance schedules for each site will be published prior to Festival week; these will allocate time periods to each act, Musicians wishing to perform must contact: music@lymingtonartsfestival.org.uk  or telephone 01590 681569, the final date for applications is the 16th June 10.
